(evil) deeds that disturbs the mutual relationship in a society (insulting someone, calling them name, taunting them, inquisition (curiosity) into others’ affairs, back biting, assuming etc.)? (4)
Discrimination based on caste, color, nation, tribes, families, superiorly complex etc. (5) Merely claiming to be a ‘Believer’ is not enough, one must support it with compliance of the
commands of ‘Almighty GOD’. Violation of any of these commands is ‘Strictly Forbidden’ (Haram).
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1 to 3: O you who have believed! Do not put yourself before ~ Almighty Bedouins used to interrupt
Allah (SWT) and His Messenger (PBUH) , but remain conscious of Prophet Mohammed (SWS)
Almighty God ; indeed! Almighty God is All Hearing, All Knowing.

Such are those who are rightly guided through the grace of Almighty God and Almighty Allah is All
